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KID KARTS RULES AND SERIES REQUIREMENTS
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The Kid Kart rules book contains the following information.

Allstar Series Rules

General Engine and Kart Rules

Section 13

DRIVER REQUIREMENT

13.1: Age 6-9 years old.  Upon the attained age of 9, driver will no longer be eligible for the Allstar class. (Any exceptions case by case basis)  Drivers losing eligibility during the season does not forfeit points or awards.  If a driver turns 9, say after 3 events, driver may drop the last 2 races but still accumulate the participation points.  We do this as not to punish the driver for when he was born.  We want to promote the best drivers for the longest period of time possible as to help the other Allstars development.

13.2: Drivers evaluation per the Allstar Evaluation Panel.  See below for details for Allstar Certification and advancement.

DRIVERS SAFETY EQUIPMENT

13.3: Rib Protector required for all drivers.

13.4: Helmet, minimum SNELL 95. (Helmet must fit Childs head securely).

13.5: Neck Brace, Collar type required.  V-neck wedge recommended

13.6: Suits made from abrasion resistant and full-length pants, shoes, socks and gloves are mandatory. No open skin should be seen.

13.7: No hair will extend outside of the helmet.

GENERAL RULES

13.8: Any time this series participation falls under 10 karts, equal of each class, one class will be raced, and ran with restrictors in place.

13.9: Morning Practice training exercise- First practice kid karts will start at the end of rotation and will have a total of 30 minutes of practice.  During each classes practice the safety training exercise will be executed.  On lap three a Full Course Yellow Flag will be issued and then followed by a red flag being issued for a full course stop on the designated straight away.  Upon completion of the exercise, drivers will be released in delayed groups to space drivers back out for the remainder of practice.  Any drivers not completing the exercise in a satisfactory and safe manner will be talked to directly by the race director, Kid Kart Director, or other appointed official.

13.10: All safety issues, driver or kart, will not be permitted to race. Safety issues must be corrected before entering the track.  Exceptions from Tech Official only, but only for 1 round of practice, if minor, however must be fixed before next round of practice.  

13.11: All non-safety or Tech issues will be given until next race to be corrected.  Infraction will be kept in the Tech Log Book and re-inspected at next event.

13.12: All drivers must participate in half of the scheduled season to receive a year-end Trophy.

KART

13.13: Rear bumper with continuous loop shaped with vertical or angled bracing connecting upper and lower loop rails must protect rear tires.  If open we will recommend someone to weld a brace into the bumper that knows what the requirement is.  This is an additional safety requirement added for the J1 Series.

13.14:  Wheelbase, Minimum 29”, and Maximum 32”.

13.15: Steering height, maximum 20”, 

13.16: Minimum Seat height is 12”.

13.17: Side pods or double nerf bars and nose cones are mandatory.

13.18: Must have 2 return springs on the accelerator pedal, required for additional safety. Mandatory.
13.19: Locking nut on brake stop screw and accelerator screw, to be added addition to factory lock nut. Mandatory.
13.20: Lock tie with loop on spark plug wire for emergency pull off, minimum 6”, and maximum 12”, Mandatory.

13.21: No offset karts, Seat must not be offset beyond outside edge of left frame rail.

13.22: Axle cannot extend pass the outside edge of the rim.

ENGINES

13.23: All engines will be subject to Pre-Tech and sealed for the weekend.

13.24: Comer 50 or 51, Box Stock, and Unaltered.  Must meet all required specs.  Blue printing is allowed however make sure that it does not exceed factory specs.  If an engine does not pass Pre-Tech, that engine will not be allowed to compete.

13.25: Must use two rings on piston at factory tension.   This will be a tech item.  If either ring falls through the cylinder, then that ring must be replaced prior to entering event.

13.26: No altering of piston, Crank, or Wrist Pin.  Part will be inspected and weighed in post tech at Tech & Kid Kart Directors discretion.

13.27: No increasing or decreasing of CC’s as per engine specs, all engines must be at 7.5cc or higher---NO EXEPTIONS.

13.28: No boring or polishing of intake or exhaust ports.

13.29: Boring of jet port not allowed in any way.  *Allstar Class may change jets to the 54-58 sizes.  No altering of carb in any way, polishing or altering of the fuel dump tube will be disqualified.

13.30: Stock piston, 1.210. Measured from bottom of ring to bottom of skirt.

13.31: Exhaust ports measurements (2 holes), Vertical .110 each hole NO-GO. Horizontal. No additional holes added, .475 each hole, NO-GO.  Gaskets must be complete in a full circle with no leaks.  Cut gaskets are not allowed.

13.32: #10 front driver, #89 axle sprocket only.  No changing of stamps or altering of Gear Numbers of ANY KIND!  Violators will be suspended for such an infraction for the remainder of the year with no refunds of any kind.

13.33: Chain guard is to completely cover chain when viewed from above.

13.34: All kart will use a 219 chain.

13.35: Restrictor Plate may be put into use if either practice or races become dangerous in any way.  Teams/parents must maintain driver awareness of safety first and sportsmanship.  This class must maintain this control and awareness to run unrestricted.  

13.36: Pre-tech on engines before practice and engines will be sealed.

13.37: No timing advancing in any way.  Keys, Crank, or Coil.

13.38: Stock Clutch with stock comer parts. Must remain as casted.  Currently we are requiring the full stock clutch.  We are currently considering allowing the Comet Clutch as to help offset the size and weight of the old kids.  This will be announced sometime, well in advance, of the first race weekend.  

13.39: Timing key must be in place, at factory tension, and straight up, with no shaving or alterations of any kind.  This includes offset keys.  Any offset keys found, will be kept by the Tech Director, in order to eliminate their use in the future.  Flywheel falls under the same scrutiny.

13.40: Minimum CC’s of engine is 7.5cc.  NO EXCEPTIONS!
13.41: Stock air Filters must be used but with open elements. 

Allstar Specific Rules

The Allstar rules are addition to the standard rules and will be firmly and consistently enforced.

13.54: Minimum weight will be 165 lbs, race ready and post tech.

13.55: Challenger Series will be a rolling start following one warm-up/pace lap.

13.56: No Restrictors are required unless stated on race day do to weather, track configuration, or other safety precautions.  

13.57: Rain- Allstars will race in the rain.  However restrictors may be required based on the track and configuration.  Rain Tires-- Rear Tires may be up to 5 x 6 x 11 Maximum.

13.58: Jet sizes   #54 to #58.  This is new for the 2003 year for WKA and adopted into the Allstar Class only.

13.59: Heat and Feature races are the same format as all other classes. 

13.60: Tires are open compound, unless a tire sponsor is accepted, with a maximum 33 ¾ “ diameter.

13.61: 5” diameter rims only.

13.62: Rain tires will be as stated above.

Allstar Evaluation

Intent:  The Allstar Class is a training class designed to prepare drivers for the Junior Classes.  The Speed and Competition is strictly for the experienced and mature drivers to bridge the gap between the kid karts and the J1’s.  This is not a class to go fast, rather a class designated to keep advanced drivers developing until they are eligible for the Junior Classes.

All drivers must pass a drivers evaluation test to participate in the Allstar Series.  Competitors must be 6 to be tested and have been in enough races to justify and/or develop the necessary skills.  All drivers will be evaluated in 3 areas:  

· Drivers must maintain a constant, smooth, and predictable line around the racetrack.  This must be constant with limited variances in time during the 3  test runs.

· Drivers must have sound track presence and understand giving space as well as judging closing speeds.  Driver must not be looking around but must however see others using peripheral vision.

· Drivers must maintain a minimum lap time set by the KKD based on the overall ability of the Allstar Field.  The 2004 time will be set at each event weekend and then used for evaluations.

Other factors may be used however these 3 areas will be weighted heavily.  However any 8 year old that is close but does not meet the criteria may be moved up due to it being their last year prior to moving to the Junior Classes and needs the speed and association of better drivers.  

Any parent wishing to be evaluated for Allstar Certification must do so by contacting the Kid Kart Director.  At that time the Kid Kart Director along with the J1 Director, and the Race Director, will begin the evaluation process consisting of 1 race and a multiple practices to see how driver reacts in all situations. 

Keep in mind; gaining certification into the Allstar Class may well be the hardest to gain admittance to.  This is done on purpose to better accelerate the learning curve of the drivers in the class.  Teams wishing admittance must work hard to meet the requirements as to maintain the highest standards of safety and talent.

Rules are set forth for/by the 2004 J1 Speed Series Developmental Team for the betterment of karting only.  These rules will be enforced fairly and consistently regardless of the association. Rules cannot be changed until the 2005 Competition Roundtable Conference, unless there is a warranted safety or organization issue.

In addition to the rules, a signed code of conduct and ethics must be on file to participate in any J1 Speed Series sponsored event.
